DISTRICT BUSINESS
Mr. Twohig reviewed the comparison spreadsheets from USFSA Championships 2010 and 2007 and discussion followed.  The revenue and attendance both increased.  
Mr. Twohig presented Resolution 10-02, authorizing the Executive Directors to execute closing documents for the acquisition of property from Spokane Falls Land Company, LLC; Mr. Greene moved to approve, Ms. Wade seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  The purchase is scheduled to close March 2nd.
Mr. Twohig reported that the District will enter into a short term contract with ERA (Expense Reduction Analysis) who will study financial information and identify any cost savings.  One half of everything they find will be owed to ERA.
Dave Pier reported that In Stadium, Inc., a Chicago marketing company, has presented the District with a one year advertising opportunity for Axe Body Spray for a Concourse Spectacular.

Ms. Garwood gave the January financial reports, stating that January was a very good month because of USFSA Championships, with attendance at 211,437, up from 2009 - 83,842 and 2008 -104,232.  The SCIP is up to 1.482%.  Mr. Twohig asked if the current Dashboard Report is the information that the Board would like to see and they agreed that it was.
Mr. Twohig reported that the February tax revenue is going down a lot slower.
Mr. Gebhardt and Mr. Twohig gave a brief project update, including the following:
· INB Stage Left project is doing very well.
· Ag Trade Re-Roof bids are due today at 2:00; Mr. Gebhardt is expecting at least 6 companies to bid.
· The final Certificate of Occupancy has been received for the South Block parking lot project and the 45 day window will begin today.
· The City will request qualifications for an art project for the Spokane Convention Center - Group Health Exhibit Hall.  This is part of the Art Interlocal recently approved by the District and City.
Ms. Curran and Mr. Gibson gave the Events update, highlighting the upcoming events.
