ITEM #4
DISTRICT BUSINESS
Mr. Geiger presented a review of District parking rates and recommended an increase of $1.00 per car for general Arena parking and reported that the District has historically increased the parking rates $1.00 every five years.  After consideration, the Board voted to approve the $1 increase, to $6.00, for 5 years commencing September 1, 2010, but will defer implementing the increase until Sept 1, 2011 thus keeping the five year cycle intact.  Mr. McDowell moved to approve, Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Twohig presented the Vision 2020 program development document and asked for approval to move forward with the plan.  After discussion, Ms. Wade moved to approve and authorize the project committee oversight within budget; Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Procedure 2.4 was reviewed with additional Board fiduciary and information privileges given to the Kalispel Club; new door passes will be issued with the change and the procedure will be so revised.

Ms. Wade gave the Operations Committee report.  The committee will continue to monitor the “fine dining” opportunities in the Arena, agreed with staff recommendations to continue the good relationships in place with our contract service providers and approved a budget change recommendation for the Assistant GM at the CC/INB.  They also considered a new sales position for the Convention Center; Mr. McDowell moved to approve the new position for the CC, Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.   
The Board reviewed the recommendation for Arena Suite pricing increases and are in concurrence with the increase recommendations from Brett Sports and Entertainment.
Mr. Gebhardt gave a project update, reporting that the Ag Trade re-roof project is going well with hopes of being finished early.  Both the INB stage left initial payment and south block retention payment (except $40,000) were approved by the project committee.
Matt Gibson and Stephanie Curran gave an events update, highlighting the many upcoming events.
