DISTRICT BUSINESS
Johnna Boxley gave the Convention Center Quarterly Report based on current bookings and projected event revenue tracked in Ungerboeck.  She highlighted that our current strategies include retaining current customers, generating new business and creating events.  Discussion and questions followed; the Board thought the report was very helpful and would like to continue to see the info quarterly, in the same format.

The Board considered for first reading a revision to the District’s smoking Policy 5.4; and discussion followed.  It was suggested that the Spokane Regional Health District may be helpful in formulating the change, as would a legal opinion.  The policy will be brought back to the Board at the meeting on May 11 for second reading and possible approval.  
Ms. Garwood gave the financial report for March, highlighting that the operating fund is up $300 k for the month, operating revenue down $4 million because of the transfer for the SFLC purchase, attendance is at 472k YTD , which is 41% of last year at this time and the SCIP is up. 

Dave Gebhardt reported that the Ag Trade Center patio re-roof will be complete this Friday.  The Board suggested that we have a future Board meeting at the Convention Center or INB to see some of these completed projects.
Stephanie Curran and Matt Gibson gave the Events Update, highlighting the many upcoming events.
