DISTRICT BUSINESS
Mr. Twohig gave an intro to the District’s needs, goals and the metrics to supports those goals for the Absolut Grill.  Scott Middleton gave the history of how service and product for the Grill were originally defined.  Center Plate has analyzed the wants and needs of the Grill customer and explained how these can be achieved.  They have hired a new manager dedicated to the Grill, Suites and Club.  Discussion followed about service levels and the need for continued monitoring. 

Mr. Greene gave a report on the 2008 exit audit and complimented staff on a good report.  He also commented on the 2009 YE Report, which was sent to public officials via link to the District web page.  Ms. Garwood gave the April financials, reporting that operating profit for April is at $146k and $1.4 million for the year.  Attendance is at 635k, which is 54% of 2009 and 52% of 2008.  Discussion also took place about the application of Admission Tax. The Finance committee will meet before the next Board meeting to discuss further.  
Ms. Santillanes reviewed the STR report for April and discussion followed about the hotel occupancy rates.  Ms. Boxley explained the how, why and when discounting  occurs for conventions and how the District and the CVB are addressing the changing needs of the market.

Dave Gebhardt gave a project update, reporting on the many current projects.
Stephanie Curran and Matt Gibson gave the Events Update, highlighting the upcoming events.

Dave Pier gave the Board a brief update on the Arena Suite renewals.
Mr. Twohig recognized District Technical Specialist, Ryan Wilson, for the “Heart of the House” award he received from the Spokane CVB.
