Councilman Jon Snyder of the City of Spokane joined the meeting at 12:40 and Kelsey Soukup and Mike Gaffney of the SPFD at 1:00.

CONSENT AGENDA
Mr. Greene moved to approve the minutes from June 21, Ms. Wade seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  
The invoices for June were discussed and questions answered; Ms. Wade moved to approve and Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously. This includes the following:

ITEM #4
DISTRICT BUSINESS
Karl Otterstrom of STA came to review the Central City Transit Alternative Analysis process and to ask the Board for any additional input regarding the mode (type) and alignment (route).  The CCTAA Core Group has recommended that the mode be the modern electric trolley and the route extend from Brown’s edition to the University District and travel along Spokane Falls Boulevard and/or Main near the Convention Center.  After questions, Ms. Wade moved to endorse these Core Group recommendations; Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Tobby Hatley gave a presentation about the proposed education strategy for the Convention Center Completion project; the message is currently being fine tuned.  Board and staff will give a series of informational presentations to community leaders, service clubs and elected officials of Spokane County over the next several months, in anticipation of going to the voters in April, 2012.  .

Kelsey Soukup and Mike Gaffney reported on the recent WELCA national convention.  They were very impressed with our staff, our building and the whole “Spokane” experience.  It was very positive for all involved.  

Matt Gibson presented the Arena Rate card for discussion and questions, Mr. Greene moved to approve; Ms. Wade seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  This is a starting point only as there are many factors in negotiating event rates.  

Ms. Garwood gave the financial info for June, stating that we are slightly negative for the month but still positive YTD.  Attendance is at 55% of 2010 and the SCIP is down to .896%.

Mr. Greene gave a swaption update and after discussion, asked that the finance committee be allowed to move forward with a pending deal; Ms. Santillanes seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  

Lobbyists Tom Parker’s agreement was presented for renewal and an increase in fee; Mr. Greene moved to approve, Ms. Wade seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Dave Gebhardt gave the project update, highlighting the following summer projects:

INB stage door , CCC cost estimate  review , Arena pub,  Arena seating,  Arena Vari-Rise , Arena lighting and controls , Chairs , CC exhibit halls lighting ,CC garage re-lighting, INB glazing project , CC window walls, CC way-finding,,
