DISTRICT BUSINESS
Keith Backsen gave the second quarter Convention Center report from the CVB perspective, highlighting the current trends in the business.  Rite Santillanes asked that the data be broken out by month.  Johnna Boxley continued the report by highlighting the number of events and events days.  She also reviewed the sales strategy for the second quarter.  
Mr. Twohig reported that staff is engaged in the insurance renewal process. The District received an insurance proposal from Enduris Insurance.   The Board asked that we proceed with checking Enduris references.  Wells Fargo insurance is expected to bring their renewal proposal to the September 13th Board meeting.

Mr. Twohig presented the draft resolution to extend sales tax and hotel motel tax and discussion followed.  District legal counsel, Stanley Schwartz will attend the next Board meeting to answer any additional questions about this resolution.
The GSI legislative agenda form was presented and reviewed.  The Board will present the request for support in Olympia to the Chamber on September 26 @ 2:00 PM.
Nate Greene reviewed the July financials, stating that operating profit is at $2.1 million YTD; attendance is 57% of 2010 and the SCIP is down to 0.861%.  He also gave a brief Swaption update.

Larry Soehren gave the project committee report and asked for acceptance of the Arena seating expansion study; Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  He then moved to accept the INB Window Wall replacement as final and Mr. Greene seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
